Intersection Improvements at Stony Hill Road and Springfield 

Street

The intersection of Springfield Street and Stony Hill Road is currently a signalized four-legged 

intersection. There are no sidewalks and crosswalks on any of the roadway. As part of this 

project, a left turn lane is being proposed on the Springfield Street westbound travel direction 

which will complement and improve safety of the intersection particularly due to the existing 

awkward lane alignment on Springfield Street between the westbound and eastbound lane 

configurations. The improvements will also include an upgrade of the existing outdated traffic 

signal equipment, a sidewalk on the west side of Stony Hill Road and on the north side of 

Springfield Street. The proposed sidewalk on the north side of Springfield Street will connect 

to the Senior Center/Town Hall Driveway via a crosswalk.
